Originally a marine cottage built in the 1920s, the Tavern has been converted and refurbished to its current state in recent times. 

We reached the restaurant by following signs from the main Red Wharf Bay road (itself not a wide one) and found to our surprise that we were driving through a large but very pleasant caravan park….complete with a full array of ‘sleeping policemen’ road calming measures en route.

Despite some misgivings at this we eventually emerged onto the site of the tavern and its adjacent shops and other facilities for the site and found a good parking space in the ample car park near their private beach.
Entering the building we found a modern interior complete with a conservatory area offering splendid sea views, so it was not surprising that it was here that we chose to have our meals.

Greeted by helpful staff, we soon made our choices of food and drinks from quite an extensive menu and after a suitable wait they arrived. The Tavern advertises itself as an up and coming gastropub – and certainly the meals were of a high standard and with an interesting range of flavours, justifying this description.

We certainly appreciated the hard work of the chef and their brigade as the food was above the usual pub grub standard by quite a distance, though some work still needed to be done to reach exceptional levels.

Service throughout was good and unobtrusive, so overall we were well pleased with our choice….and we would recommend it to others. The overall price of the meals was reasonable indeed, another plus factor.
After our meal we wended our way painstakingly back to the main road and they went down to the main Bay area itself to find grand scenery….and at least two other restaurants which were clearly very popular and worthy of future visits….so when in the area we shall call again to investigate further.
Enjoy your visits to the area and do call in to the 1924 Tavern…it will be worth all those ‘sleeping policemen’ and the caravan park entrance.
