The Staircase Locks on the Shropshire Union Canal at Whitchurch are well known to those in the boating fraternity – both as an interesting phenomenon which has to be used and as a scenic place in its own right. We found our way there by road and having parked in the designated parking area near the shop (a well established feature) we went inside to look at the café.
In this respect we were fortunate, as we were among the last customers this year, as the small café closes in the ‘off’ season. Greeted by friendly staff – in spite of the fact that they were near closing time – we sat in the small area to consume our coffee and to look around. 

The place itself is well decorated and set out in spite of is size and we surmised (later confirmed) that this was a popular place with canal boaters using the locks…a process which must take quite a few minutes.

We were taken by everything about this place, as we could sit in comfort and watch others working hard to bring their boats up one lock at a time to reach the next level of the canal  - after all, there’s nothing really like sitting comfortably whilst watching other people working.
