Malpas is a pretty little town…and often a busy one, as just the other day when its Festival produced crowds which filled the streets and provided entertainments of all sorts. 

We visited (really by accident and good luck) on this day and found that initially parking was easy in the designated car park, though it became much more crowded later. Having walked through the Farmers Market and admired the church we called in to some of the shops…and then visited Eaton’s for a mid-morning coffee.

This delightful café/restaurant is easy to find as it is on a rise leading to the church – though parking outside can be a bit problematic. We were greeted by friendly staff (the owners) and sat at a window seat so as to watch the fun outside as the events progressed.

The place itself is a grade two listed building, traditional in décor and a lot bigger than it looks, there being two floors available for diners. The menu is quite extensive and promises very good value for money, with the food being cooked to order and using much local produce in this predominantly rural area.

We were impressed by the whole experience and will certainly call in again when in the area…and we would recommend that you do the same. 
It is perhaps a comment on the type and quality of the town that it can boast two very good such establishments, with the Old Fire Station café being at the other end of the main street. Each offers quality food and drink at reasonable prices and both are well worth a visit.
