It has the distinction of being the place where Hitler began his maniacal career because he had his first public rant here while beer pots (beersteiners) were flying past his ears in disapproval, I suspect. 
As I entered the beer hall there was a buzz from a large number of fellow drinkers and diners talking. This was punctuated from what I would call an Oompah Band playing German music. 
After a short search I found a table not far from where the meals were being prepared. I had been advised by a guide to select a particular dish from the menu which I found a few fellow diners had chosen as I walked through the large hall to my eventual chosen area. I asked for the menu in English which I was given to read then keep. So from the Hofbrauhaus Specialities I chose the, "Roast pork from Bavarian production with crackling in natural gravy, served with a grated potato dumpling."
