 Well, it was a funny sort of day. A journey through North Wales in the snow, getting stuck at Denbigh…extricated only with the help of local people; moving on to the A5  only to follow a police diversion to Bala (an articulated lorry had turned onto its side, blocking the road), then on again via the Horseshoe Pass down to the Abbey Grange Hotel near Llangollen.

After all that fuss all that was needed was a straightforward meal, but there were difficulties here, too. Having visited the hotel previously I know it to be a good one, but on this day the bar staff were unavailable at lunchtime, so drinks were being served by a lady who was so short she couldn’t reach some of the glasses above the bar and so it went on.
Having said that, the place was pleasant in all respects, well furnished and with helpful staff and all the guests seemed happy and well fed.

The menu was quite good and reasonably priced, with a range of food for many tastes. The quality was that of pub grub, but none the worse for that.

The area is scenic, the parking area good and the ambience friendly, but until we call again the recommendation is provisional.

Certainly it’s a place to check out for yourselves and worth a visit…now you know why a number of visits are needed for full recommendations….but we will be back, and we’ll let you know later.
