It was a damp day at the seaside – and then we called into the Aberhod Old Hall, a recently refurbished 16th Century Manor House….and things got better fast. Situated on the Promenade at Rhos on Sea, on a fine day the views would have been interesting indeed, as it was we were happy to drive into the small car park (via a side entrance) to find a good meal and get out of the rain.

Greeted at once by efficient staff we were at first surprised by the size of the hotel and its restaurants, then given a choice of dining areas….so we selected the one with a sea view and were soon comfortably seated.
It wasn’t long before drinks arrived and we were able to select from a quite varied and interesting menu whilst noting the care with which the staff dealt with the increasing number of diners. Clearly we had found a good spot to eat (we found later that it was used by the local Rotary Club, always a good sign) and when our meals arrived it did indeed prove to be so.

The meals themselves were well prepared and presented, with good flavours and large helpings – just the thing needed on what was becoming a dreary weather day. The only problem we found was that as the dining rooms filled up the staff became busier and thus the time delay between courses increased, so much so that we left without a dessert.

However, there is no doubt that we had discovered another place which is well worth including on this website and we would recommend that you call in when you are in the area. Booking could well be a good idea at peak times (we were very lucky to arrive unannounced – as usual – and still find a place) as the locals know good food when they find it.
The final pleasant surprise came when we got the bill – very reasonable indeed for such a place and such a good meal….we certainly would have paid more without complaint.

After our repast the day seemed both warmer and less oppressive, so we continued our coastal tour in good spirits, in spite of the rain. Anywhere that can cause this reaction on a wet day in Wales deserves a lot of credit – so try the Aberhod Old Hall and see for yourselves.
