On the North side of Shrewsbury, near to a series of road junctions for the A49 and the North, we followed the A528 towards Ellesmere….and shortly thereafter came upon the signs leading us to the hotel. This is set in more than four acres of grounds and is reached by a long private drive (the last section including a bridge over a moat), so care needs to be taken to find it as one cannot really see the buildings from the road.

Some of the hotel dates back to the sixteenth century and although much of the original character (oak beams, large fireplaces etc) remains, the whole place has been renovated to a very high standard.

Parking is easy in the discrete parking areas and entrance to the Moat Restaurant area brings you to a comfortable bar/lounge area where you are sure to be greeted by friendly and efficient staff.

On the day of our visit there was a large family gathering event taking place, but in spite of this we were made to feel at home and quickly given drinks and menus, the latter being quite extensive.
After a short wait we were shown through to a small dining area (a larger one is nearby and there are banqueting facilities too) and we had time to admire the décor and historic features of the room as we awaited our meal and watched well dressed guests arrive.
When the food arrived it was of a very good standard, tasty and individually prepared and the service throughout was of a high standard too….clearly quality shows throughout. 

This is clearly a place for a special event, but one which offers remarkable value for money and one which we shall visit again in the near future. The burghers of Shrewsbury obviously know when they have found a good thing and many were being shown to ‘their usual table’….always a good sign.
No effort was spared in making us at home in these interesting surroundings, so we have nothing but praise for the restaurant and its staff. 

Do go and visit this place – seek it out and you will be delighted and not disappointed in any respect – but take care to book first as it is likely to be very busy in the near future.
