Sometimes we are just lucky – as simple as that – and a visit to Amelies would make anyone think their luck was in. We had driven through the area looking for likely spots for lunch and had passed many larger or better known spots such as the Mulberry Tree and others not far away. Then, on the A49 road between Standish and Chorley we noticed that Amelies was open and looking interesting….small, but well set out.
Parking was easy in the small car park at the rear of the restaurant and we were pleased to note that the entrance from this area included a large wheelchair lift for those unable to deal with steps – a plus point already….and there were many more to follow. 
The first impression on entering was that we had walked into someone’s period living room, with an open fire burning in the grate and comfy chairs strategically placed. This proved to be one of two such lounge areas, similarly furnished and as welcoming as the friendly and helpful staff who soon greeted us and supplied us with drinks.

The menu was interesting and quite varied and it was clear at once that we had made a good decision in calling here, both in terms of the food and the very good value on offer. Having made our choices from a set menu we were shown into a small but carefully furnished dining area, noticing en passant two more snug and more private dining areas for smaller groups or individual families.
When our meals arrived we found that we had indeed been lucky – the food was very well prepared and the presentation was the equal of any top class restaurant…and it was at once evident that great care had been used in all areas. The tastes were individual and interesting, but carefully blended into an overall meal of real quality, something not always managed by much larger establishments.
This pattern was maintained for each element of the meal, the staff ensuring that everything was just right – and when we commented on this the response was ‘We try our best’ - and there can be no doubt that even the most demanding guest would be well looked after here.

We could best sum up our experience in this restaurant by noting the comments of some guests from another table nearby, clearly first time visitors. Throughout their meal there had been sounds of delight as each course appeared and the relevant comment was ‘This place is certainly going on our list of special restaurants.’

We echo their comments and add praise of our own – for if you need a dining experience in a small restaurant without pretensions but with bags of real quality you must visit Amelies.
The restaurant is relatively new to its current owners, so there is as yet no website available, but we would urge you to ring up and enquire about what is on offer and then book at once.
