Apothecary Tea Room, Haworth, West Yorkshire

We had decided to visit the town of Haworth, famous for being the home of the Bronte family, as part of our tour of this part of Yorkshire. What we were not really aware of was the amount of tourist attention that this town attracted on a holiday weekend and so were rather shocked to find the place bedecked with bunting and crowded with visitors.

Making the best of this and curtailing our stay (really, we should have known better) we were walking down the main street when our attention was taken by someone inviting us to step into the Old Apothecary Tea Shop – not the sort of thing attempted by most café staff…and perhaps not strictly legal.

Nonetheless, feeling thirsty, we took up the invitation and found a most pleasant café. The Apothecary Tea Rooms has been open for almost 20 years and has grown to become one of Haworth’s premier tea rooms -  and on warmer days you can enjoy your meal outside in the garden on the patio overlooking the Worth valley. On this day we were seated inside (well it was the English Summer) and were attentively and promptly served with coffee and our choice of light meals from the quite extensive menu.
Throughout our stay the service was good – the host made a point of showing his bonhomie by personally engaging in conversation with each group of guests – and the food of a high standard.

 The cost was reasonable and we would certainly recommend that you call in here…with or without the prompting of the staff.

After our meal we looked in to the Old Apothecary shop next door – a fascinating echo of the past, with its old-fashioned layout and products from long ago…though up-dated to modern standards – and like most of the visitors could not leave without purchasing something.

Haworth is somewhere well worth a visit, particularly on a less busy day – go there and travel on the Keighley and Worth Valley Railway…and call in at the tea room for a snack.
