Coastal resorts out of season can be pleasant and welcoming or a little bleak and desolate – and sadly it was the latter when we called at the Atlantic Hotel in Porthcawl – a town with the largest collection of caravan sites in Europe. The evening sun had set as we arrived and we found that the largest hotel – the Seabank, our original target – was undergoing hard times and was not really suitable….so the Atlantic Hotel provided an alternative.

Parking was easy enough in the hotel car park to the rear of the building and we made our way through to the dining area to be greeted by helpful staff. Seated at a table near the windows, we found not sea views (after all, it was dark) but views of smokers seated at outside tables…not an inspiring sight.

The menus provided a range of options of the typical ‘pub grub’ variety, so we soon made our limited selections and settled down to await their arrival. It wasn’t long before our meals arrived and we found them to be quite good if rather uninspiring – but it had been a long day and the hotel seemed set up for family functions rather than gourmet dining….so we weren’t too impressed.
Having made a satisfactory meal we went on our way thinking that the Atlantic (in the words of the old song) wasn’t romantic…and that the Pacific, had there been one, probably wouldn’t have been terrific either.

We would (provisionally) recommend that you call at this hotel and try the restaurant, but would think that in the summer season things might be rather better in the sunshine and with a more complete staff in evidence.
