We had spent a few interesting hours touring the buildings and grounds of Attingham Hall near Shrewsbury and on the way out saw a sign for the Home Farm. Unsure of what this represented we went along anyway, parking our car in the small car park outside this working farm and making our way in.

There are, of course, all the features you would expect in a working farm geared to the young and the simply curious – as well as lots of facilities for the younger element at play….all well set out and carefully planned.

Our point of interest, however, was with the small café area near the entrance. This was a quiet day so there were no other customers, but we were at once made to feel very welcome by the friendly staff member on duty – always a plus point in such matters.
We opted for some coffee and a slice of cake…and then asked for two plates as the slice we were given represented a fair proportion of the cake itself. Clearly home-made and delicious, this cake alone showed that the café is somewhere you should visit…whether you have an interest in farms or not. 

When we came to pay the bill we were surprised at home small it was and went on our way satisfied in every respect with the value for money we had received.

Often such places are simply a money making adjunct to the farm itself and are rather overpriced – this one certainly wasn’t and deserves mention in our lists for that feature alone….so go there and see the splendours of Attingham Hall….but don’t forget to call in to the Home Farm on the way out!
