We’d had a day of discovery, driving through Warwickshire and Worcestershire when we saw it, just a short distance from Worcester on the A422 towards Stratford and Warwick. Well, with a name like Upton Snodsbury you just have to stop and look, and that’s when we saw Bants.

This former coaching inn has been carefully refurbished and has gained a good reputation in the area – we soon found out why. The car park is large, and entering the pub one comes into a snug lounge bar area where you are greeted by friendly staff. You are ushered into a small but comfortable waiting area whilst your order is being prepared, then shown into the pleasant conservatory dining area.

The range of food on offer is wide, and while it may not be cheap it is certainly home-cooked and very appetising, some of the starters being a meal in themselves. The menu tells you that as food is individually prepared a short wait is inevitable….again usually a sign of a good restaurant and so it proved to be.
The party sitting near us were clearly of the ‘county’ set, with one large lady ruling the roost very decisively, putting everything in the world of horse breeding and showing to rights. Clearly, they too could find no fault with the food and were regular (if demanding) customers.

In an affluent area a restaurant like this has to be good to survive, and clearly this one was thriving, so it tells its own story.

If you’re in the area call in and see for yourself – you won’t be disappointed.

Oh yes, and if you thought the name of the village was odd – just a few miles away is North Piddle…another name to conjure with !
