You are right – it’s not much of a picture, but we shall soon return and get a better one. As you may surmise, we called here one evening rather unexpectedly as our original dining choice was too busy…..but we enjoyed our stay none the less.

Situated on a bend in the Holt Rd. near Wrexham, the Gredlington Arms is further slightly masked by some building works (the website says ‘after our recent accident’ but doesn’t specify…fascinating), so better signage would certainly be our major priority.

After taking the bend in the road the turn-off to the car park (behind the inn) is abrupt and steep and so easily overshot, but once this hurdle is overcome entrance is via a quite steep staircase down into the inn.

Greeted by helpful and friendly staff we found the place to be very quiet, with but few customers – sad, but no reflection on the quality of food on offer, which was good.
 Seated at a table of our choice we looked around the traditional interior and thought it well planned and comfortable, soon making our choices from the quite extensive menu.
It didn’t take long for our food to arrive and we were very pleased to find that it really was home-made and tasty, with large portions. Clearly a dearth of customers had not affected the chef and his brigade, who deserved praise for their efforts (though there was rather too much sauce on one of our dishes).

After a short time some other customers arrived, but we were still left with the impression that the place was far too quiet for that time of the evening – and we hoped that this was just a one-off down time.

After finishing our meals we made our way out and drove to the main road by the signposted exit, avoiding that abrupt bend and its potential problems…one of which was the lack of street lighting contributing to the picture above.

As we drove away we commented that this was a good inn with good food and deserving of a greater number of customers…and we hope that this matter will soon be put right in the future. 

We wish them well and would encourage you to call in ….but take care on that bend!
