The first thing that we must make clear is that we are proud to have links with this bar/restaurant….and it is the only place on the website where this is so. 
The second thing to mention is that it would figure largely in our list of eating places regardless of any links as it is a place with special qualities run by special people – as evidenced by the range of customers who return often and by their reactions to one recent event.
The bar/restaurant itself is situated on one of the main thoroughfares leading from the coast to the town centre…but it isn’t this which has made it the centre for many ex-pats and folk from many countries…making it a truly International Bar.

The attractions of the bar are many, not least the wide range of good food on offer…but also important is the atmosphere of friendly helpfulness which brings customers back time after time. This is due mainly to the way David and Lynn (with the help of Jack and their other Spanish staff) make everyone feel welcome…and that they are really dining with a group of friends, not just in a restaurant.

The work which goes into this from all concerned is tremendous, but it bears fruit in that at whichever time you visit, from early morning to late evening, you will find satisfied customers from many countries who have been made to feel that they are in a ‘home from home’ environment.

Many of the customers are of advancing age and so little kindnesses are given and gracefully received – and repaid recently when an anniversary brought gifts and flowers which filled the restaurant to overflowing…with well deserved genuine affection from all concerned.

On other occasions events are regularly organised which bring customers together…and in such a friendly atmosphere all are relaxed and happy – a trick which few establishments anywhere in the world have mastered.
Of course this is a website which deals with restaurant reviews and here too there are many positive features of note. The Bar itself has an alfresco dining area at the front (as is the norm here) and a cool and deceptively spacious interior, with a small bar often presided over by the ever friendly and helpful Jack.

The range of food on offer is large, from snacks to traditional English Sunday lunches as well as Spanish dishes, all carefully prepared and available in large portions – so it is no surprise that the reputation of the bar has grown over the years.

We had reason to call here at odd times over our stay and it would simply be a matter of record to say that we never saw one dissatisfied customer nor heard one complaint of any kind – something of a record in itself.

It is by now clear from this account that we believe that you really should visit Bar Viva International and that it would be worth your while to make a detour to do so – you will be greeted with down to earth courtesy, good food and friendliness….and we have no doubt that you would wish to return, as many of the local customers do, time and time again.
