The National History Museum of Wales at St Fagans is a special heritage site which is of the highest standard. Here actual buildings representing different styles and time periods have been lovingly and accurately reconstructed (having been moved brick by brick from their original sites) in the grounds of the Museum and its nearby Castle.

It takes a lot of time to explore the exhibits and talk to the helpful and informative staff, so on our recent visit we called into the café near the entrance to seek refreshment and a slight rest after our walks around the grounds.

The café itself is set out comfortably in the modern style – cafeteria method in order to cope with the number of customers – so it is rather impersonal, but the food and drinks are good, the service acceptable and the cost very reasonable overall.

We certainly think that if you visit the Museum you should refresh yourselves here (and perhaps later in the restaurant elsewhere in the building) and reawaken your interest in all the museum has to offer.
