We had been told abut this interesting place and so decided to visit it when in the area – but then got a little confused as there is an official visitor centre nearby…..this being a combination of exhibitions, farm shop and café area, but  in another location. This 1403 centre is to the north of Shrewsbury, with access down a narrow road just off the A49 and is reached via a typical farm track, albeit well surfaced.

We arrived at a time when the centre was closing (typical, one might say) so only had a chance to try some of the facilities on offer – but we were sufficiently impressed to wish to return soon.

As may be seen from the picture above, a lot of time and care has gone into making this a pleasant and informative place to visit and each element of it is new, well cared for and full of good things.

The exhibition deals with the Battle of Shrewsbury in 1403, the farm shop contains much good local produce (albeit at suitable prices for a place like this) and the café has a good menu and a similar atmosphere.
We shall review this place more completely in the near future when we are next in the area, but our initial impressions are as positive as those of the friends who called upon us to visit.
