Situated in the centre of the pretty village of Hurst Green, just next to the Village Hall and near the grounds of Stonyhurst College, this pub seems to be at the centre of village life.

A small car park for the pub itself is no real problem with other parking available on the road nearby, and on entry the building clearly retains its character as a traditional inn. What is different, however, is the overt sporting theme, with signed pictures and sports shits from golf, cricket, football and rugby teams abounding. This is where an enquiry elicits that the pub is home to the Hurst Green Golf Club and has obvious links to the nearby boarding school - indeed some of the senior students were discussing progress with parents and staff members on the day we visited.

This does set the tone, with sports bags and casual dress the main features, but it is important to note that it is all done with decorum and no fuss, so visitors and walkers etc are made to feel welcome….and noise levels are not too overwhelming.
Settling to a meal our food arrived after a short wait and was of the good ‘pub grub’ variety, with a range of menus and tastes to fit all customers, young and old, and to fit a good range of pockets too. 

In short, if you are looking for a pub which serves good food to a thriving village community at very reasonable prices, then this is a place to visit. If you seek a quieter or more refined atmosphere (like the more senior of the locals, perhaps) a short distance away is the Shireburn Arms Hotel, a sister establishment with high standards in all respects.

The Bayley Arms Hotel gives good value for money and a taste of one side of village life near a thriving Public School – it is well worth a visit.
