Driving along the M5 motorway we noticed the Webbington Hotel sited in a prominent position on a nearby hillside…and decided to call in for a meal. This proved to be not quite as expected (though easy enough to accomplish) since directions from the hotel website meant leaving the motorway at junction 22 and following the signposted route. The route took us through small villages and pleasant countryside until we arrived – a few miles from the motorway – at the hotel.

Parking was easy in the large car park and we were soon being greeted by friendly and efficient staff who directed us to the restaurant area. This proved to be a large well decorated room where we were able to give our drinks orders and look at an interesting and varied menu. We soon made our choices and after a short wait the drinks and then the food arrived.

Our initial impressions of the dining area were modified slightly as it began to fill with other guests and the atmosphere improved…clearly this establishment was used to dealing with large parties and was really geared to this trade.
When our food arrived it was well prepared and presented and turned out to be good value for money, the meals being of mainly local produce in this predominantly rural area. We were well satisfied with our choices, both of restaurant and of repast and could certainly recommend that you visit this hotel.

After a good meal we made our way out to explore the countryside near Axbridge…and ended up doing this with a vengeance, as we managed to follow the wrong route down narrow roads connecting outlying hamlets, though we did finally reach our destination. We did see King John’s Hunting Lodge….although we did probably did more hunting than King John when seeking it out!
