Situated on the Grove, one of the principal streets of the town but facing the famous Ilkley Moor and backing on to the car park the frontage is as decorous as the interior, where care is taken to make the customers comfortable. Enter through the shop and look at the produce on offer there and you will begin to get the right idea.
The choice of food is quite large, and whether ramblers, hikers or simply locals and tourists, all are made welcome. The café area has good views over the town, looking down towards the scenic River Wharfe and the atmosphere is rather of genteel calm and service.
