This is one of those special places that you have to be looking for in order to find, unless, of course you are in the know. Travelling along the A59 from Clitheroe to Skipton in Lancashire , near to the great mass of Pendle Hill you will reach Gisburn, a small village. Follow the signs for Rimington and the Black Bull and you’ll find that the journey is worth the trouble. As an alternative, drive from Clitheroe to the charming village of Chatburn, nearby, and then follow the signs towards Downham, another special place – near this village turn off to Rimington.

Whichever route you follow you should be prepared for narrow country lanes, splendid scenery and a special meal when you arrive. The village of Rimington is small and not as picture-postcard as Downham, but has its own charm none the less. There is only one main street and only one pub, so that part is easy, although parking outside might be rather limited on busy summer evenings.
The pub itself is well known in the area for both its good food and its collection of Railway memorabilia, and it is this that catches the eye as one enters the traditional interior.

At one time a coaching inn, the Bull is a friendly eating place, where you are made to feel at home by the staff and well fed by the chef and their brigade.

The menu is quite extensive and contains a fine selection of flavours well balanced and well executed in the meal. You may have to wait a short time as meals are cooked, but the surroundings are interesting, and the meal itself will make it all worthwhile.

Given the quality of the food the cost is remarkably reasonable, and one would have to pay much more in the nearby towns for lesser fare.

Having had a very pleasant stay we went on our way satisfied…but we’ll be back….and you should call in too.
