Situated just a few miles from junction 36 of the M4 motorway and off the A4063 heading towards Maesteg, Court Colman Manor is clearly signposted. There is still a short distance to drive before reaching this elegant Grade II listed Georgian house built back in 1776 as a family home. The Manor itself is large and impressive, set in pretty gardens and decorated to a high standard, it has been a hotel for nearly thirty years.

On entering the spacious and comfortable lounge we were directed to the Bokhara Brasserie for lunch (the dining rooms are used at other times) and we were very interested to find what turned out to be a top Indian restaurant within the hotel itself. Decorated in typical fashion and staffed by helpful and attentive staff, we were soon shown to a table and offered a choice of Indian or Mediterranean food.
We selected the Mediterranean option with just a dessert of Indian ice-cream….and very good it was, with a hint of flavours not normally included but welcome nonetheless. The spacious dining room had an open-plan kitchen area with CCTV leading to a screen where guests could watch the food being prepared – a good idea…though a microwave set at eye level seemed to be in constant use.

It appears that this restaurant is one of the ten best Indian restaurants in the UK and has recently won a number of other accolades. Judging by our experience they were well deserved, but this type of meal is not our usual fare so we can not really pass further comment.

After a well balanced meal the Indian dessert was an interesting addition – and the price was also very welcome, being extremely good value in all respects.

We would certainly recommend a visit to both the restaurant and the hotel itself.
