You’ll have to use the directions given by the Wild Boar Park website to find this place, as it is way out in the countryside…but what else would you expect from this type of attraction.

Having taken the trouble to drive through magnificent scenery to get there, entry is by means of an adequate but not too wide road leading to the car park, café and other facilities. On the day we arrived further work was being done to extend the facilities on offer, to include more walks, animal attractions and tractor rides etc. As the area already has playgrounds and educational facilities it’s just the place to bring the children of all ages.

The café itself is a low modern building staffed by helpful and courteous people, just waiting to take your order. The menu is quite good for snacks and light meals – with many fine eating places not far away all you are likely to need. 
The dining area is well furnished and appointed, with large picture windows opening to views of the park and of birds feeding from the strategically placed feeders near the window…a pleasant sight.

The food was well cooked and promptly produced and very reasonably priced.

Having eaten a good meal all that was left was to purchase some Wild Boar steaks from the small shop and make my way home before any of their relatives found out about it!

A good place to visit at any time, but best on a dry summer’s day, though it might well be more crowded then.
