Warwick is a mixture of a modern town, with all the facilities which one might expect and an historic place with many interesting features from times gone by. A typical example of this is Lord Leycester Hospital, founded by Robert Dudley at the time of Queen Elizabeth I and still keeping to one of its original functions – that of providing accommodation to a number of aged ex-servicemen, after the fashion of the Chelsea Pensioners in London.

The main building itself is as impressive and as aged it should be and the kitchen café area is no exception, with access from a door at the front of the building (on Warwick’s main street) and another entrance via the gardens.

We entered by way of the garden and on our way met a member of staff who very kindly showed us into the historic café area. This has many features of interest and is worth a visit for this alone….but add to that the food and drink on offer and the friendly staff and you have a place which you really must not miss.

Seated comfortably within the old room we selected our choices from an interesting and varied menu and had a short wait as the items were individually prepared there and then. The food itself was tasty and of very good value, so we heartily recommend that you try it for yourselves.

Warwick has many restaurants and places of refreshment of all kinds, but if you don’t visit the Brethrens Kitchen you really are missing out on something very special.

Make a detour if you must, but make a point of going there – it is truly unique.
