After quite a full morning we had reached Gainsborough by lunchtime, and seeing that it was Father’s Day, we called into the first only fairly crowded inn we came to, on the banks of the River Trent.

As the name implies this was part of the Brewers Fayre group, with all the good and less-good things which go with that.

However, the food was of good quality, was promptly served and was generous in its proportions and the dining area while quite crowded, was well looked after.

The food was good value for money, but designed to act as fuel rather than an eating experience. This was as expected, and the prices were certainly not at gourmet level either, so no difficulties there.

This then, is the sort of place to take the family for a meal, but not really the place for that special celebration.
