This is an interesting place- and you can reach it by road or by the Settle to Carlisle railway line, preferably by steam train. Most will arrive by car, however, parking in the designated areas (not to be confused with Railway Station traffic) in the Station yard, set back from the A686 Penrith to Alston road.

Having left the car behind take a moment to look at the well kept railway station (how they all should be) then go into the café that occupies the old station waiting room areas.

There you will find a range of good home made food available at reasonable prices and an atmosphere reminiscent of railway cafes in times gone by – the food is a lot better, of course, but you may still get trains passing from time to time.

As you may imagine, the café is popular with visitors rather than with local people, but Langwathby is only a small village and without the railway probably wouldn’t have a café anyway.

I was very glad it does have one, as you will be if you call in to eat up their food and soak up the atmosphere.
