What could be better on a hot summer’s day than a restaurant within a Tudor historic home set in its own spacious and well manicured grounds? Answer…not a lot.

We called at the recommendation of some friends who live in the area – and we were not disappointed. Situated near the Broxton junction of the A41 and A534, the Hall is easy to find and well signposted, with ample parking and impressive grounds.
Moving into the cool building we were welcomed by courteous and helpful staff who gave us a choice of dining areas, our selection being the garden conservatory. We were surprised to find the lunchtime very quiet and had thought there might be a problem, but perhaps this quietness was due to the news of the planned closure of the hotel for a major redevelopment.

Certainly there was no lack of good food and good service, and within a few minutes we had made our choices from a limited but interesting lunch menu. It was clear that within such an obviously rural setting much of the produce would be locally sourced and so it proved.

After a short wait our meals arrived and were both very well presented and very good value for money, providing proof that our friends’ recommendations were indeed justified.

After the meal one has the chance to explore the house (a worthwhile pastime in itself) or wander through the interesting gardens – or follow our choice and explore the surrounding countryside, a fascinating option with castles and country views abounding.
We have given a provisional rating on two grounds only – that this was our first visit and that things could well change after mid-July. Have no doubt, however, that this is somewhere well worth visiting before then…certainly we will return as often as we can and find out more.
