This isn’t an easy review to write, but for odd reasons. The Bistro in question is part of the Queens Hotel, near to the main car park and popular scenic railway in Blaenau Ffestiniog. 

Clearly it’s a popular and well looked after place, with good food and surroundings. So what’s the problem? Simply that the last time I visited it was a wet, grey day and the place was deserted apart from me. Now if you’ve been there you’ll know that on days like that nowhere does grey like Blaenau – a slate town surrounded by high hills and old slate workings – even the rain was grey! And the railway was closed for some reason – hence, no tourists and inhabitants snugly at home.

There was nothing wrong with the food in the Bistro, however, plain food well cooked and presented even if it was for only one customer: the staff certainly deserves praise for that.
There was a reasonable choice on offer and the meal was good value for money, but the weather may have made my recollection grey in this respect too.

That’s the reason for the term ‘provisional’ written above, as in the near future I’ll return on a bright sunny day (the picture shows they do have them, but that day I’d already eaten elsewhere) and get a better opinion.
