This is somewhere that is rather off the beaten track and which takes a little finding – but it is certainly well worth the effort in every respect. Situated 2.5 miles west of Tenbury Wells in a private estate and nature reserve, its lakeside setting is impressive, as is the service and value for money we found when we called in.

The easiest way to reach Cadmore Lodge is to follow the instructions and map on the website, but be aware that it is in the pretty village of St Michaels (on the A4112 Tenbury Wells to Leominster road), well signposted…but down a private drive on a country lane.

Having journeyed long on motorways and very wet local roads we were seeking lunch and finding it difficult to attain in the right setting. Opting for the countryside rather than main routes we found ourselves in the area near the boundaries of Herefordshire, Worcestershire and Shropshire – a part of the world well loved by Queen Victoria.
Taking the private drive we descended into the pretty valley and reached the lake and recently built hotel to find a quiet and scenic location.

The hotel is well appointed and comfortable, but we were a little disconcerted to find that there seemed to be few customers – and then we remembered that there was both a fishing lake and a nine hole golf course which guests could be using.
Greeted by friendly and helpful staff we were soon seated in the lounge with drinks, a good bar menu and a newspaper, so it didn’t take long for us to make our choices and move to the dining room with its view of the lake. The food soon arrived and the helpings were substantial, tasty and well presented – as might be expected in such a place within a farming area. It didn’t take us long to dispose of this fare and we then spent a little time looking at the facilities on offer….and these were quite extensive, as the hotel website makes clear.
As we were leaving, well satisfied in all respects, other customers were arriving for lunch, though still not as many as we might have thought.

This, then, is somewhere that you really should visit and give your support….make the detour, find the hotel and call in to enjoy the scenery and the food. You will find a little gem you will want to visit again!
