Café 1847, Booths Supermarket, Garstang, Lancashire.

No, you are not losing the plot….and neither are we.

As you will be well aware, we don’t review cafes in supermarkets as they are all the same and not up to our usual standards…..but this one is different and well deserves its place on this website.

Garstang is a pretty, busy, Freetrade market town in Lancashire, between Preston and Lancaster on the main A6 road. It is somewhere that is well worth visiting for itself and for its interesting street markets, so when we heard of a brand new supermarket containing a rather special café we just had to visit.

Situated near the town centre, parking is almost as easy as one would expect of a large supermarket, the exception being a slight signage problem, so we soon reached our destination. Reaching the café – situated as it is on a floor above the main supermarket – was very easy, with a staircase and lift allowing access to the disabled or those laden with shopping bags.
As soon as we saw this place we were impressed, as a lot of thought and effort had clearly gone into it. Not just an ‘add-on’ to raise extra revenue, this area was large, airy, comfortable and stylish, with sections containing sofas as well as a play area for smaller children. 

The impression given was one of space and quality, with the modern food area offering quite a wide selection of items, many of them clearly labelled as local in origin….and all at quite reasonable prices.

We were impressed too by the staff and their friendly and helpful attitude – not the usual disinterested shelf-stackers but bright young ladies who clearly enjoy their work and who did it very well.
We left the place after a good mid-morning snack and reflected that this was somewhere to bring friends – hence its inclusion – and as we left we realised that we hadn’t visited the main part of the store at all…..

If you find somewhere as good as this you should pass it on, so shopping or snacking, this is a place to visit……then explore the rest of the town and the countryside nearby, as we did.
