A building blending imposing architectural style with an interesting history, the Grand Hotel is situated in a prominent position on the sea front and has recently been extensively modernised. 

Parking is easy here, with an off-road car park as might be expected in a large hotel – and all the staff within are efficient and helpful without being intrusive. The reception area and indeed the entire hotel has an air of high-ceilinged elegance and quality which carried over to

The Café Grand, our chosen lunch venue for the day… where complimentary hot toddies were thoughtfully provided on a cold but bright and sunny day.  

The menu was varied and interesting, with a choice of Tapas-style meals or more conventional fare, so our choices took a little time… giving us a greater opportunity to admire both the views outside and the décor in the expensively furnished and tasteful café interior. Later we were able to view the open kitchen area where the chef and his brigade worked their magic, but at first we were content to relax in these comfortable surroundings.
After a short wait our meals arrived and they were all very well prepared and presented to a high standard. Individual flavours blended into a satisfying overall taste – and helpings were more substantial than at first appeared…often the case with food of this quality. Suffice it to say that we did not require additional desserts and made our way in due course out into the cold sunshine with an air of suitable satisfaction. Even the prices were very reasonable and gave very good value for money in all respects given the standards on display. 

After our meal we continued our leisurely progress along the coast, finding nearby Blackpool a curious mixture of quality and decay…but then it was a winter visit, and even the trams were not running as the tracks were being modernised. 

Do call in at The Grand Hotel at Lytham St Annes and try the Café Grand – it certainly lived up to its name during our visit!
