Driving back from a visit to Abersoch on the Lleyn Peninsula in North Wales we came upon an unexpected treasure – Plas Glyn Y Weddw at Llanbedrog. You will have to keep a sharp look-out to make the turning to this place as it is not too well signposted, but it certainly is a special place and well worth the effort.

Turning sharply from the main road, we continued into the grounds of what is the Grade two Victorian Gothic mansion which houses one of Wales’ oldest Art Galleries….and the café in the conservatory associated with it. Parking is rather limited near the house, but spaces are set aside for the disabled and there is further parking space not far away.
The building is fascinating both in itself and in the exhibits which it holds and it is well worth a visit for these factors alone as well as for its coastal setting. However, after touring the exhibits and spending a little time admiring the architecture etc we felt hungry and made our way to the café area.

This is situated in an airy conservatory at the side of the main house and is reached via the gallery shop (another good place to visit). On the day of our visit the café was crowded and we felt that the tables were, perhaps, a little too close together….but that was really a minor quibble.
The menu was quite extensive, first in Welsh (as it should be here) and then in translation to English, with lots of quality dishes on offer at reasonable prices. Having chosen a window seat to allow a view of the bay we soon made our selections and within a short time our meals arrived. They were tasty and well presented and the busy nature of the dining area showed that the visitors consisted of more than just art lovers – the locals clearly knew a good thing when they had found it.

This is certainly somewhere where we shall call again and we would recommend that you do the same – for both the food and for the Art Gallery itself.

Special places should always be supported – particularly when such support is as pleasurable as it is here – so go there and experience it yourselves.
