Set within more than 150 acres of its own grounds and with a drive that seemed to go on for miles, the Cally Palace on the outskirts of the pretty village of Gatehouse of Fleet is clearly a special place. Grand in size and sumptuous in content, this establishment proved that it also had a heart of gold when we arrived unexpectedly, about fifteen minutes late for tea….because they made a special meal for us anyway.

Just off the main A75 Solway Coast road, entrance is obtained via the said long drive, with the impressive hotel frontage eventually reached by the weary traveller (in our case, anyway). Entering the hotel itself is stepping into a world of opulence and affluence, with deep carpets, comfortable dining and lounge areas as well as games rooms and the conservatory where we eventually had our meal.

We often encounter helpful staff on our travels, but here they were exceptional and deserve a real commendation, taking the time and trouble to make us comfortable for what must (to them) have been a minor meal. Unsurprisingly therefore, it didn’t take long for refreshing food and drink to be brought to us in the sunny conservatory we had selected…and it didn’t take long for us to dispose of what were clearly home-made items, made freshly for us.
