Passing through the area to the South of Bristol, we came upon the Cameley Lodge Hotel, situated a little way off the main A37 road and in a very scenic location next to fishing lakes and 60 acres of open countryside. Finding the spot is relatively easy as it is signposted from nearby Temple Cloud on the A37..…and there is only one road….so getting there was no problem and parking was easy in the designated car park.

The hotel itself is a modern building with a comfortable lounge area, a bar and two dining areas, each well appointed. The staff are very helpful and obliging, so we were soon made to feel welcome and provided with drinks and menus.

Soon seated in the smaller of the dining areas, it wasn’t long before our meals arrived and we found them to be large in portion and very well presented, using much local produce in this predominantly rural area.

It didn’t take us long to consume the food, so we had time to appreciate the scenic qualities of the area and its quiet location – just what was required after journeying some distance to reach the region.

There are many inns in this part of the world – and one or two very expensive country restaurants – and so we found that Cameley Lodge was a good compromise which allowed quality food in excellent surroundings…but without being too costly.

We certainly felt that we had value for the money we spent and we would heartily recommend that you take the trouble to find this place when in the area.
