Cap Blanc-Nez

The Cape of the White Nose…somehow it doesn’t seem quite the same when written in English…an area which is now a cliff and which overlooks both the English Channel and the French Cote d’Opale.

The monument at the hilltop bears proud testimony to the Dover Patrol, which kept the Channel free of German U-boats in World War I and was always a good guide to navigation.

out over the sea to the
lands beyond —
proudly guarding the
French coast.

Dimly seen, and with a
ship ploughing its way
through the waves, the
White Cliffs of Dover
mark the English shore.





The cliffs are made of the same sort of substance as the White Cliffs of Dover seen on the opposite shore – and on the day of our visit a certain amount of chalk covered our shoes and later our vehicle.

Nowadays a place for the flying of kites and enjoyment of the scenery, Cap Blanc-Nez still retains its quiet charm and dignity.
