Carden Park is situated on the A534 not far from its junction with the main A41 at Broxton and not far from both Wrexham and Chester.
As a major leisure resort hotel in the area - it has many activities and amongst others a golf course designed by Jack Nicklaus – this is somewhere well worth a visit. The tone is set as one passes down the mile long drive to the hotel and its facilities and it is at once apparent that there is quality here – at a price, of course.

On the day of our visit we were interested only in a chance to inspect what was available and to have coffee, so although friends who live nearby have told us of the quality meals on offer at reasonable prices we will comment only on our own experiences.

Parking was as easy as one might expect and a short walk brought us to the main entrance and to the first in a succession of lounges and dining areas spread throughout the large and spacious buildings. We settled for the nearest bar/lounge area and selected a table in the centre of a large and airy room. 
It was evident at once that this was a place which prided itself on service of quality and there were indeed many staff on duty at the time of our visit. They were helpful, seeking out the pot of coffee which we had requested quickly and unobtrusively…but kept in the background except when bringing nibbles etc.

We were impressed with the general atmosphere of the place – typical of a luxury hotel of this size – and took the time to look at the nearest dining area which had a reasonably priced and quite varied menu….somewhere to call into in the future no doubt.
Sometimes people can be a little intimidated by the size and apparent exclusivity of a place like this – but we found good value and lots of things for people of all ages and pockets to do…though some of them did seem a little costly…and people are just people wherever you go.
Certainly it is somewhere where we shall call again in the future and we would recommend that you do call in whether golfists or not.
Carden Park has a lot to offer – visit and see for yourselves which parts of its menu of things to do and places to eat that you wish to partake of.
