Tenby is a very scenic town on the coast of Pembrokeshire – well worth a visit at any time of year and often crowded with holidaymakers in the summer season. We therefore made our visit out of season and followed our usual precept of selecting one of the largest hotels on the seafront and testing their restaurant, usually a good and an economic choice, surprisingly, perhaps.

Entering the main hotel we were greeted by very helpful staff and thus secured a parking space in the nearby hotel car park – always a good thing when the seafront is a busy one. We were then informed that the restaurant had an associated (but independent) restaurant downstairs…so we thought we’d give it a try.

Access was available from the street via quite a steep staircase – but we preferred to use the main hotel entrance and stairs …though a lift was available within the hotel. Again greeted by helpful and pleasant staff we were soon seated in a small but comfortable bar/lounge area and provided with drinks and an interesting menu.

Having made our selections it wasn’t long before we were ushered into the dining room and took our place at the table of our choice. Our meals soon arrived and proved to be delicious and available in large portions – just what one would expect in a quality restaurant in a quality hotel.

Chatting with the staff it was soon apparent that they took a real pride in their work and that the chef did likewise, including elements of his own devising within the menu…all of which were very tasty. As we ate our meals the restaurant began to fill up with regular local customers, so clearly the place has a deserved reputation within the local community.
We left well satisfied with both the meal and the value on offer – and with the hotel too…so we would recommend that they are places well worth your time and patronage.

After such a good meal we spent a little time walking on the sea front and admiring the views – and thinking that we should return another day when in the area.
