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Montgomery town square is a pretty place, full of character and charm. If you’re in the area it’s well worth a detour just to look at it (see gallery section of the website).
 Perfectly in keeping with the square is the exterior of the Castle Kitchen, but the interior, whilst retaining the charm of a period house, manages to offer an up to date menu and access to organic food supplies. The staff are young, friendly and helpful and although the range of food is limited (as you would expect) it is produced as you wait, from local and organic produce. The taste and the surroundings make the wait worthwhile, and the price is very reasonable.

This is the sort of place to look into for a mid-morning snack or lunchtime repast, something tasty to keep you going for the rest of the day until your evening meal – where quality counts for something.

Space, however, is severely limited, and even with the pleasant outdoor area at the rear, there is little room for large parties.

Parking, too might be a little problematic, but remember that the square isn’t the only place that you can park.

The area has magnificent scenery you may wish to explore – and don’t forget the Castle at the top of the hill – well worth a visit. Whether you choose to have your light meal before or after your exploration, you won’t be disappointed.
