Situated high above Ruthin on the A494 Mold road, the Clwyd Gate commands great views over the Vale of Clwyd and on a clear day of the Snowdonia area. We called in on a blustery day and so were glad to leave the large designated car park (entry from a bend in the road, so do take care) and make our way into the inn itself.

Clearly a great deal of time and money had been spent on making the modern building comfortable throughout, with a large dining area, conference facilities and a large alfresco area which must be very tempting in appropriate weather, given the stunning views on offer.

Greeted by efficient and friendly staff we were shown to our chosen ‘window’ table and presented with a menu which was quite extensive and very good value for money indeed. There was a short wait as our food was prepared, so we were able to take in the comfortable modern décor…and note that the kitchen area had a serving section through which one could observe the chefs at work and see the food as it came to the pass.
It didn’t take us long to appreciate that our meals were very tasty, of high quality and containing much local produce in this mainly farming area, but they didn’t last long as we hungrily wolfed them down.

Throughout our stay we were impressed by the overall quality of the whole place, from food to service to surroundings, so it is no surprise that we will be calling there again when in this region.
