After a long day’s travelling to various areas we came upon the Colwall Park Hotel – and were very glad indeed to have done so. Situated at the foot of the Malvern Hills but facing the Welsh Borderlands, this independently run hotel soon showed its quality.

Arriving a little too early for an evening meal (and unannounced) we were at once made to feel welcome and ensconced in the bar/lounge area with drinks and newspapers  - so here we made our menu choices with every expectation of a good meal to come.

As soon as possible we were ushered through to a dining area where tables were well set out and well spaced out too – a dining room which soon filled up with both locals and visitors as the evening progressed.
The food itself was of a high standard, with individual flavours blending together to make an interesting whole. Some of these combinations were a little out of the ordinary, but all worked very well indeed….leaving us both satisfied and entertained.

Service throughout was very good indeed, being attentive but not obtrusive and it was clear that high standards were the order of the day in every area…..a credit to the management.

If we had arrived at the hotel feeling a little jaded after our day we left feeling suitably refreshed and in much better spirits – and though it is clear that one must pay for such quality the overall cost was very reasonable given what was on offer.

We were impressed by this hotel (not something that happens too often given our frequent travels) and will certainly call again. It is perhaps typical that it was only later that we learned of the hotel’s reputation in the area – and we can only add that it is indeed well deserved.

Find Colwall Village (even by train, the station is just nearby) and visit this restaurant – you will not be disappointed.
