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Waddington is a very pretty village near to Clitheroe in Lancashire, well visited due to its picturesque charm and the quality of its pubs and eating houses. Popular within this group is Tim Slater’s Country Kitchen, well frequented by walkers, cyclists, and locals who require a snack rather than an evening meal. The food is all home made, and its quality is evident in that the café often provides catering for local meetings and events (and cyclists or walkers have hearty appetites.)
Parking your car at the rear of the area (in a car park shared with the pub nearby) you walk into the cosy interior of these former meeting rooms. The staff are friendly and helpful, remembering past customers and including them in conversation about village events – you only have to listen quietly to soak up the atmosphere. At one point in the year it might be the village Scarecrow Trail, a contest of about 100 Scarecrows (Spiderman half way up the wall of a house, a Scuba diver about to dive into the stream), or maybe just a lad fishing tentatively for trout, as in our last visit. A real village in a sometimes tacky world.

Good food at very reasonable prices, a pleasant walk around a village of character – a good break on a journey to somewhere else - but you’ll remember Waddington and the café, and you’ll be back.
