Situated on the main A40 route between Llandeilo and Carmarthen, the Cresselly Arms is at a bridging point of the river Cothi, its modernised sixteenth century building and river views giving it some of its charm.

Parking in the large car park adjacent to the pub, we went in to a traditional interior with a small bar-lounge and larger dining rooms near the riverside.

As we were not having dinner, we chose one of the bar/lounge areas and were interested to note the coracle decorating one wall and the television nearby showing a rugby match – commentary in Welsh, of course. Some of the local men were watching too, and the typical conversation and banter could be found anywhere that people of spirit congregate. Fishing, rugby and all topics in between were passionately discussed.
Selecting a simple meal from the tasty but limited bar menu it was only a short wait before the helpful staff brought large helpings of good, mainly local produce, well prepared and well presented.
It would be wrong to try to review the restaurant area as we did not use it, but suffice it to say that the Cresselly Arms offers good ‘pub grub’ at low prices. Certainly you get good quality food at very reasonable cost, and we will return to see if the restaurant fare matches up to this standard – we think it will.

If you want a place with character (and characters) and atmosphere, then this is one such place, and there is no doubt that it is popular with the local people. You won’t go away still hungry, of that there is no doubt.

Don’t drive past this one – call in and see for yourselves what the area is really like.
