The Crimble is a very interesting place, with several restaurants and bars, set in its own grounds in the suburban outskirts of Rochdale (directions best obtained from their website link above). 

We went there to check on a suggestion from a contributor concerning the best of these restaurants, The Peacock Room, which indeed looks splendid but which was unavailable on the day we called.

This then is a review of the Grill area and should not be mistaken for anything else. It is important to underline this (in all senses) for whilst we found the setting of the restaurant, surrounded (yes) by peacocks to be impressive, we found that the meals were less so.
Entering the comfortable and well decorated building was a sign that things could be very good indeed and the helpful staff certainly played their part. Seated in the light and airy Grill area we had a good view of the grounds and soon made our choices from the quite extensive menu, selecting from the Seasonal fare on offer.
After a short wait an introductory salad and bread rolls arrived, shortly followed by our meals. Now it could be that we were disappointed at the non-availability of the quality restaurant we had expected, but whilst quite tasty and offering value for money, we found the food uninspiring and of ‘pub grub’ standard – albeit that we were paying pub grub prices. The setting really called for more than this – though we will have to call again another day to check that this wasn’t just an ‘off’day.

There were many other customers at the time, all seemingly well pleased, so our recommendation for a visit stands clear – but do let us know what you find.

This, then, is a rather unusual review….but we are pledged to speak as we find, and this time that turns out to be a difficult task. We certainly will be back to try the Grill (and especially the Peacock Room, which looked to be in another class entirely), so until then it is over to you.
