Situated higher up the main street than the Market at Welshpool, Cromwells is to be found in a distinctive building of quite some age. Parking is on-street and therefore subject to all the modern problems, but public car parks are not far away. Access is further slightly limited by the uneven flooring in parts of the dining area, but these are minor difficulties indeed.

As we entered this popular café/restaurant for a midday snack it became obvious that the place was quite crowded – but we soon found a suitable table in the small dining area and sat down. After a few minutes the helpful staff arrived and took our food and drinks order, leaving us time to look at the décor – and, it must be said, to look at the other diners. They appeared to be customers who, like us, were on a shopping trip and looking for a simple lunch – something which Cromwells provided well.

When our meals arrived they were unpretentiously prepared and presented – clearly this was a place for good, plain food and not any kind of gourmet establishment…and none the worse for that.
The impression that we gained during our visit – which proved to be good value for money – was that the emphasis here was on the café trade rather than that of a restaurant.

As a result we would recommend that you try Cromwells at lunchtime first and then form opinions of your own about its evening dining capabilities.

It seemed to us that Welshpool was not overflowing with suitable restaurants in the town centre (we may be mistaken, this was a flying visit) and that Cromwells was one of the better establishments – we look forward to hearing your comments and of your experiences there.
