This is a real farm with a real farm shop and real local produce – so in these days of all-powerful supermarkets that makes it well worth finding. It is easy to find anyway, being on the A49 road between Warrington and Tarporley and near to the Acton Swing Bridge …something that’s quite hard to miss when travelling along the A49.

The shop is well signposted and a small distance from the main road one enters the grounds of the farm and a small but adequate car park. The shop itself is in what may once have been a barn area, now tastefully modified and full of tempting provisions. Part of the area has been set aside as a small café, with a possible larger extension being prepared for the summer….and, of course, there is an outdoor garden area and greenhouses for plant sales too.

The shop sells quite a wide range of local produce – and local really does mean local here – and at reasonable prices, so a taste of many of the items available need not cost a great deal. There are other shops not far away where a larger range is on offer – but this is certainly reflected in their range of prices, so one must take one’s choice and decide on the best value for money.
The farm shop is well frequented by local people; their numbers swelled by the users of the A49 and also the nearby canal boaters, as Bartington Wharf and its mooring is not far away.

We were pleased by the down to earth nature of this place, with lots of good produce but no pretensions or overpricing and it mattered too that the welcome from staff was warm and friendly.

On our travels we keep a sharp look-out for such places and are happy to recommend the quality places which we sometimes find.
