Driving along the M56 motorway after a long journey we felt the need for a break and some refreshment, so pulled off at the Daresbury junction and visited the De Vere hotel for some coffee.

As may be seen from the picture above, this is a large and imposing hotel, but parking is easy in its ample car park, so we stopped near the main entrance and ‘enquired within’….

Greeted at once by efficient reception staff we were a little surprised to find that the only place recommended for a snack was the Steam, Bake and Grill areas…and these proved to be some way away. Guided by helpful staff we walked down corridors, used lifts…and eventually arrived at the designated place to find it full of guests who were attending a wedding reception.

Finding a suitable place to sit was not very easy as we did not wish to intrude (it was quite a noisy group, as these things often are)…nor did we wish to deal with the inevitable ‘Bride’s side or Groom’s side’ question.

Eventually we settled on a table at the very edge of the room and perched there while our orders were dealt with. The waiter here was very young and quite inexperienced, so it took a little while for things to arrive – however, the lad was doing his best in less than perfect circumstances, so no real worries there.
The room – and indeed the whole hotel – was clearly well furnished and of a high standard, but things were rather impersonal and production-line to our minds, so we drank our drinks and were not tempted to linger.

We have no doubt that this hotel is a good one – but we do think that had another café/dining area been available our impressions would have been different…as it was we would recommend the place, but not put it too high on our list.
