Four people fed well for £58 was £2 below our target goal to find a good meal with drinks for £15 each in the middle of Manchester on a Saturday night. Don Giovanni’s on Oxford Road,  Manchester a stones throw from the Midland Hotel and the Library theatre, a wonderful bit of Italy in the city’s theatre land. We could have chosen much more expensive selections but decided to stay with the plot in mind and use the £8.95 menu for two courses. A reasonable selection for starters and main courses mainly based around pasta or pizza, the soup being the favourite as the starter. No large portions of meat but a nice mix of oven cooked dishes like lasagne or rice dishes. The sweets were chosen from the normal menu and the drinks being a half carafe of house white, a couple of beers and an orange juice.

The restaurant was full and booking is essential, other people were enjoying their meals and the waiters fairly overworked. It is with this in mind that our order for table water was forgotten, but hey, the meal was good, the beer was cold and all arrived in good time. I could find a similar meal and service for the same price round the corner at FS restaurant facing the tram terminal, but the atmosphere at Don Giovanni’s was typical Italian, hands waving, the right music playing and the chef repeating orders in his broken English.  Fabulous.
Enough money left to wander, satisfied over the road to the Midland and their piano bar for two pots of Assam tea. £12 for two pots of tea, mmmm, certainly makes Don Giovanni’s look even better value for money.
