Downham is a lovely village, scenic, historic and unspoiled…and thus much in use as a setting for films and TV series; this aside, the village is well worth a visit for a good tea room set in part of the village Post Office.

Not a gimmick in any way, the Post Office carries out its normal business, with a room set aside for home prepared meals – and very popular it is too, with the numerous cyclists, walkers and visitors to the village.

Service is friendly and helpful, with quite a wide variety of meals on offer – so if you would like a genuine experience of what a quality café was like some years ago, then this is somewhere to call.

You will have to make a detour from the main A59 road nearby via another pretty village, Chatburn, but the road is well signed so that should present no difficulties.

Car parking is limited near the café, however, so the best thing might be to park in a larger car park at the other end of the village and take a walk up the hill to the Post Office and the church nearby.

It will be well worth the effort!
