The Dragon’s Rest café is easy to find – on the Caerwys junction of the A55 main North Wales coast road. It is also well worth finding, as we discovered on a recent trip to the area. Seeking a break and a coffee, we turned off the main road and made our way the short distance to the café, where parking was easy, though the place was busy.

Entering the modern, comfortable interior, we soon found out why this was so. Seating ourselves near a window, paradoxically so that we could watch the traffic we wished to avoid on the nearby road, we soon found that the menu was extensive and the prices reasonable.

Many places of this type tend to fall into a pattern of simplicity and relatively poor quality – not so here, where the friendly and helpful staff provided good service and a very good meal. Making our choices from the menu took a little time, but there was a suitable wait for our meals to arrive….no microwave nonsense here, the food was properly prepared and served.
Our meals were tasty, substantial – and very good value for money, so there was no surprise that there was a constant flow of new customers arriving and satisfied customers leaving to continue their journeys. Another good sign was that a significant number of people were local workmen….and as they would know the quality available nearby we took this as a compliment to the establishment.

Certainly we left sated and satisfied with our choice – what had started as a coffee stop had become a welcome meal break.
