So what is a fishery doing on a website of this kind – other than as a supplier? The answer comes when we last visited a nearby pottery (an excellent place in its own right and one which you certainly should visit) when the knowledgeable and interesting Potter told us of the new café/restaurant opened recently not far away.

Some people think that all the places in Wales have odd names and are hard to reach – but we know better, especially as this place is located on the main A5 road between Corwen and Betws-y-Coed in Snowdonia and so is on a main tourist route.

The fishery has been at this site for many years, but the café area shown above is new and a welcome addition for both anglers and passing tourists alike.

Parking is easy in the designated car park and a friendly welcome awaits inside, as does a warm fire and comfortable furnishings. As we had already lunched elsewhere we simply had a warming coffee, but were quite impressed by the range of food (including fish, naturally) which was on offer….and all at very reasonable prices.

We cannot as yet comment on the restaurant quality – we shall call in and try properly when next in the area – but certainly this establishment deserves inclusion in our lists of stopping-off places throughout the region.

Don’t do as we have been known to do in the past…i.e. blast past at high speed (legally, of course)…..stop, call in for a coffee or a meal and we think that you will like what you find.
