Driving from Welshpool towards Machynlleth or Dolgellau on the main A458 road through magnificent countryside we came upon the Dyffryn Restaurant at Foel. This was an establishment we had noticed before when passing through – however during the quiet winter months it was not always open as traffic flow would have been relatively low. This time we were able to stop, parking easily in the large parking area and entering the homely and well decorated main dining area. 
Greeted promptly by helpful and friendly staff we were made to feel welcome at once and within a few minutes other customers had arrived. They were clearly from the Birmingham area, but like many in this region were exploring hills, lakes and forests and finding it all fascinating.

After making our choice from the menu there was a short wait before our well-prepared light meals arrived and they were of good quality.

This boded well for evening meals (which we were not in the area long enough to sample) and there can be little doubt that without major population centres for many miles the restaurant must be of good quality to survive.
Accommodation is also available here – long before the current trend of the ‘restaurant with rooms’ prevalent as an up-market business ploy – and the care taken in the restaurant surely carries over to these.
